Step 2

- Remove power feed cap (J) push power feed body (K) onto track.
- Screw power feed cap (J) onto the power feed body (K).

- Insert screw driver into power feed through hole (L) on the contact
screws (M) and tighten only until they make full contact.

- Each contact screw (M) must be equally offset on both sides of the
track.

- Make a final turn on each contact screw (M) until the through holes are
in a vertical position.

Step 3

- Insert power feed (N) into the power rods (H) and tighten the two set
screws (O) on each side firmly.

CAUTION: OVERTIGHTING WILL STRIP THE THREADS ON THE
POWER FEED AND CAUSE POOR CONTACT RESULTING IN
OVERHEATING AND FAILURE OF SYSTEM.

Remove Track from Power Feed

- Turn off all power.

- Loosen the set screws (O) and remove the power rods.

- Loosen the contact screws (L) on both sides

- With a flat tool, push back the contact plates (P) until it clears the track.

- Unscrew the power feed cap (J) and remove the power feed.

- Run the power cables (A) from the transformer to the wire leads on the
mounting base. Use wire nuts to connect the cable. Mount the base with
screws (C).

- Place the canopy cover (D) over the mounting base (B) and secure with
the two side screws (F).

- Cut the two rods (G) to the desired length. Cut off an additional 1/2” of

insulation (H) on the rod so that the ends are exposed. Insert the rods
into the connectors (E) and tighten all allen screws (1) securely.
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
