In regular circumstances the BLACK
wire will be the “Hot” lead and the WHITE wire will be the “Neutral” or “Common” lead. A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the “Ground”. In

K older buildings, it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring.

o This fixture is supplied with a 4-piece stem. There is one 6” section, two 12” sections and one 18” section. This feature allows the fixture to be
mounted with a tem up to 48” in length in 6” increments.

Determine the overall desired length of the fixture.
Assemble the stems one at a time onto the fixture leads.

Tape the ends of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger)
to aid in pulling them through the stems. Swivel

2. Attach the mounting ring to the outlet box.
(The green screw should face the floor.) Knurled barrel nut

Back out the screws " turn to allow the ring to rotate.

3. Thread the studs into the mounting ring at the spacing that matches the mounting
holes in the canopy. Adjust the screws so they extend 3/16” beyond the canopy.

4.  Cutoff the excess ground and fixture wire 6” beyond the canopy.
Strip %" of insulation from the ends of the wire. Twist the wire strands together.
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5.  Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box
or the green screw on the crossbar.

A WARNING

Never fasten the ground wire to the black or "hot" wire!
Failure to follow this instruction could result in serious
injury or death!

6.  Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut).
Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the tape seals the end of the fastener.

Using the knurled barrel nuts, loosely fasten the fixture
to the outlet box. Rotate and align the canopy as
necessary. Tighten the knurled barrel nuts.

9. Remove the knurled barrel screws on the frame at the \

bottom of the fixture.

10. Remove the frame and diffuser.

11. Install the lamps (light bulbs).
NOTE: This fixture is rated for 60 watt medium based,
type A-15 (fan) lamps.

For saving energy, 13 watt spiral fluorescent
lamps may be used.

12. Reinstall the diffuser and frame. Reinstall the screws.

13. Install the panels.
Insert the pins on the top edge of the panel into the Screw. Frame
matching holes in the fixture frame. .
Lift the panel up to allow the lower pins to clear the frame. -
Insert the lower pins into the frame.
Push the panel down into final position.

14. Restore power to circuit at breaker or fuse box.
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
