INSTALLATION PREPARATION
1 TURN OFF THE ENTIRE ELECTRICAL CIRCUIT TO WHICH THE LIGHTING EIXTURE IS TO BE ATTACHED. Move the appropriate circul breaker

lo the "OFF" pesttion or completely remove the fuse controlling the circurt

2 Il an exishng fixlure is being replaced, remove it and note lo which of the wires in the mouritng box the fixlure was attached
DO NOT SEPARATE ANY OTHER WIRES THAT MAY BE IN THE BOX DO NOT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING
In regular circumslances the BLACK wire will be the “Hot" lead and the WHITE wire will be the “Neutral” or “Common"” |ead
A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground”  In older buildings 1t is always good prachce to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring

3. This fixture Is designed to be mounted on a slandard round or octagon box  The bax must be securely mounted lo the structure of the bullding

FIXTURE PREPARATION
1 Remove fpxture and parts bag(s) from carton. Belore discarding carton, double check Ppacking fo make certain that all parts are found

2 Assemble the lxlure (less glass, shades andlor trimmings o l ’ T/ ouliet box
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3 Aftach the crossbar lo the outiel box
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4 Startthe threaded studs into lhe crossbar.

5 Fasten the bare copper (or silver, depending on fixure finish), fixture wre (o the green or bare copper wire in the box or fasten to the crossbar with
the green screw provided WARNING! NEVER FASTEN THE GROUND WIRE TO THE BLACK OR "HOT" WIRE |
FAILURE TO FOLLOW THIS INSTRUCTION COULD RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH

6 Depending cn the fixture, it may have a black and a white lead or it may have leads similar lo those found on lamps and exlension cords
il the fixlure has more than one socket it may have a par of wires for each sockel  Fasten the while wire(s) lo the white wire in the box
OR separate the double wire sets, and connect the wires wilh the small marker ridge to the white wire in the box. Fasten the wires together
with an approved faslener (wire nuf) Starling about 1" below the faslener, tightly wrap connection with electrical tape so that the tape seals
the end of lhe fastener Make sure that there is no expesed wire or strands that could cause a dangerous short circuit!

7. Connect the olher wires from the fixture to the remaining wire in the box  Fasten the joined wires as in slep 6
8 Slip the fixture onto the studs and faslen in place with the end bal! nuls

9 Install the glass shades to complele the fixture (NOTE some fixdure styles require thal you install the lamps befcre install the glass)

10 Irstall the lamps in the fixture NOTE: Use only the type of amps recommended and DO NOT EXCEED RECOMMENDED WATTAGE !

11 Restore power lo circul a! breaker o fuse bex
