Before Installation :

Console Sink Legs

1. Before beginning the installation of your console pedestal basin, it is
important to identify the type of wall where the pedestal will be installed
and prepare the installation location accordingly.

2. Install an anchoring brace in the wall prior to installing the drywall, this can
be a 2" x 6" piece of wood that will fit between the two studs, then install
drywall and finish as usual. Due to the excessive weight of this pedestal it
should not be mounted on drywall unless it is properly secured to the

anchoring brace.

. Join the two vertical leg supports by

inserting the horizontal crossbar into the leg
support tees, and secure by tightening
screw from underneath.

. Insert the two horizontal short arms (wall

location where the console basin will be
installed. Adjust to make sure the vertical
legs are plumb and horizontal arms are
level.

. Use pencil to mark the locations of drill

holes for wall support flanges and floor
support flanges. Remove the leg support
assembly and drill the holes to install the
anchors on the wall. If you want to fix the
legs on the floor, drill pin holes &21/64" x
3/8" deep on the floor.

Remove the leg support assembly and Install

all the anchors on the wall with a hammer.

. Install wall flanges to wall and tighten with

screw driver.

. If you choose to fix the legs on the floor,

apply silicone sealant on one threaded end
of the floor pin, secure it into the bottom of
vertical legs with an Allen wrench. Make
sure the floor pin protrude 1/4" from the
bottom surface.

Move and adjust the position of the leg
support assembly, so the two floor pins can
completely go into the drilled holes on the
floor. Loosen the screws of the support tees
for the short arms. So the short arms can
properly fit into wall flanges.

. Then secure the leg support assembly to the

wall by tightening all the screws underneath
the wall flanges and the support tees.

If the basin is going to be installed on console base which has 4 legs standing on
floor, the bracket could be optional.

Installation:

1. Once unit has been assembled place at the desired location.

2. Gently place basin on top of pedestal legs and very carefully place in the location
where the pedestal legs will be installed and after leveling draw a line across the
bottom of the basin.

3. Remove the basin, find the location of the wood studs and using the marked line

as a guide to install support brackets at the location of the studs, make sure at

least one of the screws is secured to the wood studs.

The depth of wall drill hole for installing anchor should be 52mm (2-1/16" ) Min.

Place basin on top of pedestal legs, apply a bead of silicon around the back

perimeter of the basin.
