If you are

unfamiliar with proper electrical wiring connections obtain the
services of a qualified electrician.

Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a

clear area. Take care not to lose any small parts necessary

for installation.

ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION (Fig. 1)

1. Toinstall foam tape around top of the Wood Frame (12), peel
off backing to expose adhesive. Attach at top inside corner
and proceed around perimeter. Cut off any excess material. supns A-026

10. Now you are ready to install the Tube (11), Please follow the
wattage label located on the fixture body. Do not exceed
