Before you begin installing the fan, shut power off at the circuit breaker of the
fuse box.

2. Be cautious! Read all instructions and safety information before installing your
new fan. Review accompanying assembly diagrams.

3. Make sure that all electrical connections comply with local codes, ordinances, or
National Electrical Codes. Hire a qualified electrician or consult a do-it-yourself
wiring handbook if you are unfamiliar with installing electrical wiring.

4. Make sure the installation site you choose allows the fan blades to rotate without
any obstructions. Allow a minimum clearance of 7 feet from the floor and 18
inches from the tip of the blades to the wall.

5. If you are mounting the fan to a ceiling fan outlet box, use a U.L. Listed metal
octagonal outlet box marked 'Acceptable for Fan Support'. Secure the box directly
to the building structure. The outlet box and its support must be able to support
the moving weight of the fan (at least 50 pounds) Do not use a plastic box.

6. Caution: To reduce the risk of injury use only the screws provided with the outlet
box in conjunction with the lock washers provided with the fan.

7. If you are mounting the fan to a joist, make sure it is able to support the moving
weight of the fan (at least 50 pounds).

8. After you install the fan, make sure that all mounting components are secured to
prevent the fan from falling.

9. Do not insert anything into the fan blades while the fan is operating.

10. Turn the fan off and wait for the blades to stop completely before proceeding
with maintenance or cleaning.

INSTALLING THE MOUNTING BRACKET

Tools Required: Phillips screw driver; slotted screw driver; step-ladder; wire cutters;
electrical tape.

WARNING: All of the parts, hardware and components have been provided for your
safety and the proper installation of your new ceiling fan. The use of other parts,

hardware or components not supplied by Minka Aire® with the fan will void the
Minka Aire® Warranty. REMEMBER To turn off the power. Follow the steps below
to hang your fan properly.

Step 1. Attach the mounting bracket to the outlet box with two screws and washers
provided with the outlet box. Make sure the bracket is tight and secured. (Fig. 1)

Note: The rubber ring on the mounting bracket can help to avoid noise from ceiling.
Please do not remove it from mounting bracket.

Step 2. Lift fan into position by hanging the motor assembly onto the hook from the
ceiling mounting bracket allowing it to hang freely. (Fig.2)
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ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

WARNING: HOOK UP IN "SERIES ONLY" DO NOT CONNECT THE HOT AND NEUTRAL
WIRES OF ELECTRIC CIRCUIT TO THE WALL CONTROL - DAMAGE TO THE SWITCH
AND POSSIBLE FIRE COULD OCCUR.

REMEMBER to shut the power off at the circuit breaker or fuse box. Follow the steps
below to connect the fan to your house supply wires. Use the wire nuts supplied with
your fan. Secure the wire nuts by wrapping the connection with electrical tape.
Proceed to make the wire conventions as follows:
a. Set the knob of light on the wall control in the-position and set the knob of speed
on the wall control in the - position. (Fig.3)
b Make wire connections (Fig.3) and secure with wire nuts supplied.
Black wire from fan to black wire marked "To motor L" from speed control.
Black wire marked 'AC in L' from speed control to black wire from the A/C supply
source.
* White wire from fan to white wire from the A/C supply source.
Blue wire from fan to blue wire marked 'for light' from light control through a red
wire which is shown in Fig.3, The red wire may be a different color depending on
your location if your unsure please consult with a qualify electrician.
- Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the household ground wire.

If your outlet box has a ground wire (green or bare copper) connect the wall control's
ground wire to it; otherwise connect the wall control's ground wire directly to one of
the screws from the outlet box.
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INSTALLING THE WALL CONTROL

Remember to shut the power off at the circuit breaker or fuse box.

1. (Fig. 4 ) Carefully tuck the wire connections inside the outlet box. Secure the wall
control with the two screws provided.

2. Attach the wall plate over the wall control and secure with the two screws provided.
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FINISHING THE INSTALLATION

Step 1. Remove one of the four screws on the mounting bracket and loosen the other
three screws, but do not remove. (Fig.5)

Step2. Lift and place the key holes on the mounting plate over the three screws
previously loosened on the mounting bracket and turn the mounting plate until it locks
in place and no longer turns. (Fig.5)

Step 3. Secure by tightening the three screws previously loosened and the screw
previously removed. (Fig.6)

WARNING: Ensure you complete this step correctly and follow all steps. Failure to
correctly follow this step might cause the fan to fall.
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Step 4. Pay attention to the four large screwheads Pre-locked on the fan housing and
the four key holes on the mounting bracket. they will be needed to be locked
together after finished the wire connection in step 7.

Step 5. Firmly snap the wire connection plug from fan motor assembly to the wire
connection plug from fan housing. (Fig.8) Make Sure the wire connections are not in
the way of the housing as you lift the housing and proceed to Step 8.

Step 6. Align the four large screwheads pre-locked on the fan housing to the key holes
of the mounting bracket. Turn the fan housing at the right side and twist the
screwheads to the end of the slotted holes until they lock in place and no longer turn.

(Fig.9)
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ATTACHING THE FLYWHEEL AND FAN
BLADES

Step 1. Pay attention to the labels named 'flywheel screw' on the motor and the
flywheel. Start from this label and align the three holes on the motor to the three
holes on the flywheel. Tighten them using with three flywheel screws (1/4"x6mm)
securely. (Fig.10)

Important: do not use wrong screw in this step. If using blade screws which is
longer than flywheel screw to install the flywheel by mistake, it will damage the

copper wire inside the motor.
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Step 2. Align the 3 holes from the blade to the flywheel. Secure blade with 3 blade
screws (1/4"x20mm) and 3 metal washer provided. Follow same process for the
remaining two blades. (Fig.11)
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ROMOVING THE 16W LED ASSEMBLY
FROM LIGHT KIT PLATE

Step 1. Remove the screw from circular hole of light kit plate and loosen the other
two screws from key holes approximately 1/4 turn. Keep the screw that removed
aside for use later.

Step 2. Turn the key holes of 16 W LED assembly from the two screws loosened
previously and remove the 16 W LED assembly from the light kit plate. (Fig.12)
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INSTALLING THE LIGHT KIT PLATE

Step 1. Remove one of the screws from the fan motor assembly mounting ring and
loosen the other two screws, but do not remove. (Fig.13)

Step 2. Place the key holes from light kit plate over the two screws previously loosened
from the fan motor assembly mounting ring. Turn the light kit plate until it locks at the
narrow section of the key holes. Secure by tightening the two screws previously

loosened and the one screw previously removed. (Fig.13)
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INSTALLING THE 16W LED ASSEMBLY

Step 1. While holding the 16W LED assembly under your fan .firmly snap the wire
connection plugs together.

Step 2. Place the key holes from 16 W LED assembly over the two screws previously
loosened from the light kit plate.

Turn the 16W LED assembly until it locks at the narrow section of the key holes.
Secure by tightening the two screws previously loosened and the one screw previously
removed. (Fig.14)
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INSTALLING THE GLASS SHADE

Attach the glass shade to the light kit plate by twisting tightly. (DO NOT
OVERTIGHTEN) (Fig.15)
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OPERATING YOUR FAN

Restore power to ceiling fan and test for proper operation.

Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend on factors such as the room size.
Ceiling height, number of fans, etc.

Turn on the power and check the operation of your fan.

The fan 4-speed control is used to set the fan speed as follows (Fig.16).

The Reverse switch is located on the fan motor assembly (Fig.17). Slide the switch
to the Left for warm weather operation. Slide the switch to the Right for cool
weather operation.

NOTE: Wait for fan to stop before changing the setting of the slide switch.

Warm weather - (Forward)

A downward airflow creates a cooling effect as shown in Fig.18. This allows you to
set your air conditioner on a warmer setting without affecting your comfort.

Cool weather - (Reverse)

An upward airflow moves warm air off the ceiling area as shown in Fig.19. This
allows you to set your heating unit on a cooler setting without affecting your

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CARE OF YOUR FAN

Here are some suggestions to help maintain your fan.

1.Because of the fan's natural movement some connections may become loose.
Check the support connections, brackets and blade attachment twice a year.
Make sure they are secure.(lt is not necessary to remove fan from the ceiling).

2.Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years.

Use only a soft brush or lint free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. Plated finishes
are sealed with lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing.

Do not use water when cleaning, this could damage the motor, wood blades or
possibly cause an electrical shock.

3.Use a lint free lightly damp cloth or duster to remove dust from the blades.

4 There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated bearings.

5.1f your fan is provided with glass shades, clean with lukewarm soapy water and a
soft cloth or sponge. DO NOT IMMERSE GLASS SHADES IN HOT WATER. DO NOT
PUT GLASS SHADES INTO AN AUTOMATIC DISHWASHER.

e Make sure outlet box is secured to building structure, if necessary use the wood
screws provided to further secure outlet box to joist.

® Make sure hanger bracket is secure to the outlet box, screws are tight.
