Check that pop-up drain opens and closes
properly when drain control is operated. Connect supply lines to shutoff valves and loosely install drain connections.

4. Loosely attach the lavatory to the wall at the anchor locations. Optionally, place the cushioned adhesive-backed or similar product

on the top and bottom of the pedestal to avoid ceramic damage, floor damage and clattering between pedestal and lavatory, and to
level lavatory slab to pedestal.

DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN MOUNTING HARDWARE OR LAVATORY MAY BE DAMAGED!

Lavatories Installation Note: Do not tighten nuts at this time, in order to LAVAISSHS,\Y‘T& :c':“ECSHORS
allow the lavatory to swing up enough to permit the insertion of the legs.

Insert the legs under the lavatory. Ensure that the lavatory sits evenly
against legs. Level lavatory side to side and front to rear, (place a sheet of

tissue under level to protect lavatory), then securely tighten mounting nuts.

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B CARE AND MAINTENANCE

original luster of material.
