If Using Wood Top...

Typical Drain Assembly

Determine which sink is being installed and follow the instructions 
printed on the appropriate template for cut-out, faucet installation, 
sink installation and replacement of vanity top.  NOTE:  American 
Standard is not responsible for cut-out errors when the incorrect 
cut-out template is used.

Use the manufacturers installation instructions to install drop-in or 
undercounter lavatory.

After top is replaced, connect the trap to the drain assembly hand 
tight to check alignment.  It may be necessary to cut off part of the 
tailpiece (area "A") or part horizontal leg of the trap (area "B").  

Connect hot and cold supply lines to the shut off valves.  Tighten 
trap joints for watertight assembly.

Provide suitable reinforcement required for anchoring 
the vanity to the wall.   Determine horizontal centerline 
location of support from fixture.

If molding is present, either notch the molding to seat the 
vanity flush against the wall or provide suitable spacer.

Rough in supply lines and waste per rough in dimensions.  
NOTE:  If current supply lines are greater than 8" on 
center, they may interfere with cutout in rear of vanity or 
vanity shelf.

Remove the wood top from the vanity.  The top is held in 
place from the underside by 4 screws, 1 through each of 
the 4 angled corner braces.

Move the vanity into place and anchor it to the wall 
through at least 2 of the mounting holes in the rear of the 
vanity.

Continue with installation appropriate for top and sink 
options chosen.

Care and Cleaning of Vanity

Turn the marble top upside down and place it on a 
clean, scratch resistant surface.  Apply a bead of 
silicone adhesive to the rim of the sink.  Center the sink 
over the cutout and secure it to the top using the 
mounting kit provided.

Turn the top right-side up and install the faucet per the 
manufacturer’s instructions.

Apply a bead of silicone adhesive to the rim of the vanity.  Place 
the marble top centered left to right on the vanity and with the back 
edge of the top even with the rear of the vanity.

Connect the trap to the drain assembly hand tight to check 
alignment.  It may be necessary to cut off part of the tailpiece (area 
"A") or part horizontal leg of the trap (area "B").  

Connect hot and cold supply lines to the shut off valves.  Tighten 
trap joints for watertight assembly.

Please note that some chemicals may damage the finish on the frame. Take care to avoid having the frame come into 
contact with the following: iodine, hair dye, after shave lotion, Lestoil“, Lysol Tub and Tile Cleaner“, Lysol Spray 
Disinfectant“, Dow Disinfectant“,  acetone, paint remover, Formula 409“, Tile-X“, and Nair“. Use the Milsek Furniture 
Polish and Cleaner“ (sample included) to care for the support frame and panels.

Care and Cleaning of the Marble Vanity Top

A solution of 1/4 part vinegar and 3/4 parts water is excellent for general cleaning of your stone table top. Do not use 
abrasive or thick cream cleaning solutions. Common stains such as red wine or mustard should not remain on the 
stone top for an extended length of time.

NOTE:  Marble top comes pre-cut for the Carrera 
under counter mount sink and 8" faucet spread.

Install faucet and drain in accordance with 
manufacturer's instructions. Ensure all water supply 
and drain connections are tightened. Turn on water 
supply valves and water-test installation.
