Installing the Sconce

P Ground the fixture to the electrical box in accordance
with local electrical codes.

D Connect the white fixture wire to the neutral 120 volt
power line wire with a wire nut.

EP Connect the black fixture wire to the hot 120 volt
power line wire with a wire nut.




#8-32 SCREW

I Properly place all wires and wire nut connections into
the electrical box.

B) Line up two mounting plate slots with the two electrical
box holes.

B Level the mounting plate vertically and secure it to the
electrical box with the two #8-32 screws.

D Mark three points onto the wall through the mounting
plate holes.

E» With a hammer tap the three anchors at the marked
points up to the threaded portion.

B Screw the anchors in the rest of the way with a Phillips
screwdriver.

M) Secure the mounting plate to the anchors with the #8
screws and washers.

Install the Lamp & Glass Shade

B» siide the cage nuts alighting their holes with the glass

shade holes.

B Slightly screw (Do Not Tighten) the ball screws through
the glass shade holes into the cage nut holes so that
the glass shade is held in place.

I Firmly push the glass against the wall and finish
tightening the ball screws.
