1. - Cover Plate Installation
(For faucets with -CP4 or -CP8 sulffix)
Place gasket on faucet shank. Align gasket with faucet bottom and
pass shank through cover plate. Fasten to the faucet with the pro-

vided screws.

2.- Spout Installation

If there is an existing faucet, turn off water supply and remove the
old faucet. Assure supply lines are completely flushed and free of
debris. Clean lavatory rim around the mounting area for the new
sensor faucet.

Place the shank through cover plate gasket and hole in the lava-
tory. Place mounting washer over shank and secure the entire
assembly to the lavatory with the mounting nut.
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3.- Filter or Mixing Tee or Mixing Valve

Installation

The supplied inlet filter must be used with every faucet, unless a
mixing tee or mixing valve is ordered. The inlet filter is attached
directly to the faucet shank. Tempered water is then supplied to
the filter using a standard 3/8” x 1/2” ball riser (supplied by others.)

The optional mixing tee assembly (-MT) or mixing valve (-MV) have
integral filters and back checks. These take the place of the stan-
dard inlet filter when ordered. The mixing tee or mixing valve outlet
attaches to the faucet shank with a 3/8” x 1/2” ball riser (supplied
by others). Hot and cold water is then supplied to the appropriate
3/8” compression inlets.

4.- Battery Installation

*DO NOT INSERT THE 4 “AA” BATTERIES BEFORE FAUCET IN-
STALLATION IS COMPLETE.

*DO NOT PLACE HAND IN FRONT OF SENSOR WINDOW WHILE
INSTALLING BATTERIES OR FOR THE FIRST 30 SECONDS AFTER
THE BATTERIESARE INSTALLED.

Next, locate
the battery case, remove the cover and insert the provided batter-
ies into the battery case. Place cover back on to the battery case
and position the case in its nesting area. Replace spout cover and
secure with screw.

5.- Faucet Setup Procedure

The sensor faucet automatically initiates an auto-calibration rou-
tine upon installation of the batteries. During this auto-calibration,
the smart sensor is setting it's range and adjusting for lavatory
surface and room lighting. It is important not to place anything in
the sensor’s range for this 30 second auto-calibration period.

FAUCET RESET PROCEDURE

If faucet does not activate or the sensor range is too short, the
Sensor Reset procedure can be used to re-calibrate the sensor.
Simply place the Zurn Magic Magnet on top cover (as shown in Fig.
5) for 3 seconds, then remove. The auto-calibration routine takes
place for the next 30 seconds. Be certain the sensor lens is clean
and no objects are within the lavatory bowl.

2a.- Spout Installation

If there is an existing faucet, turn off water supply and remove the
old faucet. Assure supply lines are completely flushed and free of
debris. Clean lavatory rim around the mounting area for the new
sensor faucet.

Place the shank through cover plate gasket and hole in the lava-
tory. Attach supply hoses to faucet and tighten assembly to the
lavatory with the mounting nut. Install back checks to stop valves,
then attach supply hoses to back checks.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

OPERATION

1.) Invisible light rays are continually emitted from the faucet
sensor.

2.) When the user’s hands come into range of the sensor’'s
detection zone (approx. 4’- 6”), the beam is reflected back to
the sensor’s receiver and converted to a low voltage electrical
signal activating a solenoid valve.

3.) After the user removes their hands, the absence of reflected
light stops the low voltage electrical signal, closing the valve.
The circuit automatically resets for the next user.

4)) If an object is in view continuously for thirty seconds, the
faucet will automatically shut off. The faucet will remain off
until the object is removed. After the object is removed, the
faucet functions normally.
