TAKE MEASUREMENTS

Due to its fl exible design, this downdraft system can be used to ex-
haust airborne contaminants when cooking with a variety of gas or 
electric cooking appliances - including cooktops, rangetops, slide-in 
ranges and free-standing ranges.

It can be mounted in island, peninsula, or conventional wall loca-
tion. The blower (purchase separately) and electrical panel can be 
mounted to the downdraft unit, inside the cabinet, or in a convenient 
remote location.

This unit can be easily installed following these basic steps:
