1. To mount fixture, slip center hole of backplate (E) over nipple (C) and hold fixture in
position - see Drawing 1.

2. Thread decorative knob (D) onto end of nipple (C) and tighten to secure fixture.

1. To install glass, remove socket ring (3) and spacer (4) from the socket (1) - see
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Drawing 2.
2. Slip glass (2) over socket (1).
6 3. Slip spacer (4) and thread socket ring (3) onto socket (1) and tighten.
- 4. Thread decorative knob (5) onto stud (6).
6—5 5. Fixture can now be lamped accordingly
