MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig.1)
1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker box (avertissement! Fig.1

3. Attach the crossbar(A) (part#A-010) to the junction box with the ! Crossbar
two junction box screws(B) (size:8-32*1/2"L) as shown. The ‘ Green screw
side of the crossbar marked “GND” must face out.

4. Thread the nipple(C) part way into the center hole of the ‘ !
crossbar with the hex nut (E).
5. Connect the wires as described under “Connecting the Wires”.

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig.2)

6. Connect the fixture wires to the junction box wires as shown in
the Fig. 2. Make sure all wire connectors are secure and do not
easily pull off with a slight tug. If there is no green ground wire
from the junction box, connect the fixture ground wire to the
crossbar with the green screw (D) provided. Note: Twist wires on
the same direction, connect the wire connector onto wires. M

to the housing, trim, decorative elements or carpentry to which
the fixture is attached.

The ballast and lamp are combined, to replace or install, twist
pins into socket as shown on Fig.3.

10. Place the glass shade (I) into the fixture, using the plastic sheet
(J) to prevent scraping the surface of the glass during install
glass.

11. Pull out the plastic sheet (J) carefully.

12. This fixture is rated for a minimum start temperature of -17° REMOVE INSTALL
Celsius.

13. Your installation is now complete. Return power to the junction
