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 - Connect the wires (A) from the canopy to the 
power supply cables from the transformer. Insert 
the screws (B) into the mounting plate (C) and 
tighten. 

- Place the cover (D) over the mounting plate 
(C) and secure it with the allen screw (E) 
located on the side of the base.

- Loosen the set screws (F), slide the track (H) 
through the power feed (G). Tighten the set 
screws (F) firmly.
