MOUNTING THE BACKPLATE (Fig.1)

1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove old
fixture, including the mounting hardware.

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts
on a clear area. Take care not to lose any small parts A %
necessary for installation.

3. Attach the Crossbar (B) to the Junction box (A) with
Screws (C) (Size: #8-32N*L0.5"). The side of the Back
Plate marked “GND” must face out.

4. Thread the Nipple (D) part way into the center hole of the
Crossbar (B).

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 2)

5. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 2, making
sure that all wire connectors are secured. If your outlet box - Crossbar
has a ground wire (green or bare copper), connect the - Ground screw
fixture’s Ground Wire to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture’s - Mounting Screw*2
Ground Wire directly to the Back-plate using the Green G
Screw provided. After the wires are connected carefully
tuck them inside the Junction box.

COMPLETING THE INSTALLATION

6. Place the Back Plate of Fixture Body (H) over the Nipple
(D) and secure it tightly using Cap Nut (F).

7. To prevent moisture from entering the outlet box and

6. Install the CFL bulb (G) (included) into socket in
accordance with the fixture’s specification. (DO NOT
EXCEED THE SPECIFIED WATTAGE!) (NE PAS

7. The ballast in each of these models can be replaced by a
qualified electrician without cutting of wires and without Fig. 3
damage to the housing, trim, decorative elements or = = o
carpentry to which the fixture is attached.
