D.  For Triac or ELV dimming fixture. Connect white fixture lead to white (N) wire from supply power source.

Connect black fixture lead to black (L) wire from dimmer supply power source.
E. Do not mix wires. Pull on each wire lead to make sure connections are secure. Make certain

no bare wires are exposed outside of wire connectors. Tuck all connections neatly into junction
box.
3. Fixture main housing installation. EE
A. Install fixture main housing (5) by aligning four holes to mounting bracket (1) then using four

screws (6) to secure it.

4, shade assembly installation.

A. Four end caps (9) are included with the fixture. However, only two of same finish will be used.
Select two end caps in RB or SN finish to be used on the fixture. Unused pieces are to be discarded at this time. Install end caps (9) to shade (7) by aligning holes on the sides then
using two screws (10) to secure it. Repeat on other side until fully assembled.

B. Install diffuser assembly to the fixture by aligning four holes on the front to main housing (5) then using four decorative screws (8) to secure it.

5. Power to the fixture can now be restored.
