1. Install an appropriate strain relief cable clamp to the relay box. Run the 24V wiring
through the strain relief into the relay box. Connect one of the 24V wires to one of the
yellow wires inside the relay box and the other 24V wire to the other yellow wire inside
the relay box. Use approved methods for all connections (Figure 3).
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2. Slide the 3 pin molex connector through the bushing that was installed earlier. Connect
the 3 pin molex cable to the connector where the jumper wire that was removed earlier
was located (Figure 3).

Completing the Installation

1. Re-install the access panel of the fan. Carefully tuck all the wires into the relay box and
install onto the fan using the two supplied screws (Figure 3).
