This
cabinet is manufactured to CLASS 1 and requires a
ground connection.
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6. When the cabinet is fully secure the internal top cover
should be closed and secured with the small screws
removed earlier. When the cover is closed and secure
restore the main power and test the function of the lights and
the shaver socket.

7.Fitting the glass shelves. Firstly insert a shelf into the
top two shelf support brack ets then slide upwards so the
grub screws on the Under- side Of the SUppOI’f brackets
(Screw C) can be sufficiently tightened to hold glass in
place. Repeat for the bottom shelf (NOTE: be careful not
to overtighten). Shelves can be positioned accordingly by
sliding the supports up or down (NOTE: Take care to use
both hands when sliding shelves and ensure thatsupport
brackets at both ends slide simultaneously). Once shelves
are in their desired locations turn screw D to secure in position.
A level should be used to ensure shelves are level.

If the doors are out of alignment first remove the soft-
close buffer (from the relevant hinges) which clips into
the main hinge plate. The soft-close hinges offer
adjustment in 3 directions via adjustment screws

A and B (see diagram).

TURNING ON & OFF

To turn ON or OFF the LEDs, wave your hand across the IR sensor (The demisted pad
will be ON when the lights are ON).

CHANGING THE LIGHT INTENSITY

Turn ON the mirror light and hold your hand in front of the IR sensor until the desired
brightness is achieved.

CHANGING THE LIGHT FROM COOL - WARM

Turn OFF the mirror light and hold your hand in front of the IR sensor . The mirror will
cycle through the colour range.

MEMORY FUNCTION

The mirror will remember your preselected colour and light intensity settings.
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
