1 �  INSTALL SWEAT ADAPTER; Fig. 3

Note:  Install Optional Sweat Adapter (Supplied) for  
copper pipe supply line.

1. �Measure the distance (A) from the finished wall to the �    
center of the inlet spud on the fixture.

2. �Cut the supply pipe 1-1/4" (A-B=C) shorter than the 
measurement taken in Step 1.

A �  �ADJUST STOP VALVE; Fig. 9

IMPORTANT: To avoid overflowing, the STOP VALVE (3)  
must never be opened to the point where the flow from  
the valve exceeds the flow capacity of the fixture.
