Faucet installation

1.Position the faucet in order on the counter top as shown. Don’t forget the O-ring. Assemble gasket assembly and 1.Remove the shower by hand. Turn the faucet handle all the way on, turn on hot and cold water supply and flush
lock nut to faucet threaded sleeve by hand and tighten the screws with screwdriver. water lines for one minute.
