STEP 1- PLACE & TRACE STEP 2 - PREPARE SINK BASIN
Place the sink basin on the bottom of the countertop, Using a caulking gun, apply a heavy amount of silicone
making sure to center over the opening. Draw guide of your choice on the top side of the sink basin edge.

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STEP 3 - FLIP & SET IN PLACE STEP 4 - DRY & SET

Wipe away any excess silicone immediately.

STEP9 - SET BACKSPLASH
After the vanity is in place, use a caulking gun to apply
silicone to the back and bottom unfinished sides of the
backsplash. Press firmly down and back to set in place.
Remove any excess silicone.
