FRAMELESS SLIDING DOOR 
   FOR TUB OR SHOWER
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Although safety tempered glass is very resistant to breakage, the
glass can still break if unequal pressure is placed on it during
installation.  Use caution.  In addition, the sharp corners of the
panels can damage tile and floor surfaces, so it is best to handle
the glass panels carefully and protect the edges. 

Two primary materials are used to manufacture your new enclosure: tempered glass and 
anodized aluminum.  To assure a long lasting finish on the enclosure, wipe it down with a towel after each use.
Never use a scouring agent to clean the aluminum.

To install your bath enclosure, you will need the following:
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**If installing on a fiberglass unit you may need to 
snip outside corner to match corners on wall jambs 
and tub tracks to match radius on fiberglass unit**

S.   1   Nylon Bottom Guide
T.   2   #6 x 3/8” Pan Head Screws
U.   4   Stainless Steel Bumper Inserts
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Anti-jump clips are installed after the panels are hung in 
place in the header. Installing the anti -jump clips onto the 
panels before hanging on the header can damage the roll-
ers, panels, header, or failure to allow the roller to align 
onto the track. These damages are not covered by warran-
ty. Failure of the roller mechanism can lead to personal 
injury or damage to the bathroom.  

With each panel slightly open, slide the 
anti-jump clip onto the hanger bracket as 

shown.  

Gently push the opening of the anti -jump onto 
the screw head and roller body until it clicks into 
place.  

“CLICK

If the Anti -Jump clip does not stay 
in place or is di�cult to install, snap 
o� the leg on the roller side. The op-
posite side leg will stay intact.
