A Installation

To ensure that critical air gaps are maintained
under the appliance, we recommend that this
appliance is mounted on a solid base and that
the feet do not sink into any carpet or soft floor-
ing.

The kitchen floor must be able to carry the

weight of the appliance plus the additional weight

of cookware and bake ware and food.

e |fan appliance hood is to befitted, refer to
the manufacturer's instructions regarding
fixing height.

e The appliance corresponds to device class 1,
i.e. it may be placed with the rear and one
side to kitchen walls, kitchen furniture or
equipment of any size. The kitchen furniture
or equipment on the other side may only be
of the same size or smaller.

e Any kitchen furniture next to the appliance
must be heat-resistant (212°F/100°C min.).

Room ventilation

The air for combustion is taken from the room air
and the exhaust gases are emitted directly into
the room.

Good room ventilation is essential for safe opera-
tion of your appliance. If there is no window or
door available for room ventilation, an extra
ventilation must be installed.

Do not install this appliance in a room below
ground level unless it is open to ground level on
at least one side. Failure to install correctly is
dangerous and could result in prosecution.

How to move the appliance

Movement of your appliance is most easily achieved by

lifting the front as indicated in the drawing. Open the

oven door sufficiently to allow a comfortable and safe
grip on the underside of the oven roof avoid causing
any damage to the grill element or any internal parts of
the oven. Do not move by pulling on the door handle or
knobs. Move the appliance a bit at a time until placed
in the position required.

Clearances & Dimensions

Dimensions that are shown in figure must be used.
Given dimensions provide minimum clearance. There
needs to be a 30-inch (762mm) minimum clearance
between the top of the cooking surface and the bottom
of unprotected wood or metal cabinets or a 24-inch
(609mm) minimum when bottom of wood or metal
cabinets are protected by not less than a 1/4-inch
(6mm) flame retardant millboard covered with not less
than no. 29 msg sheet-steel, 0.015-inch (38mm)
stainless steel, 0.024-inch (0.6mm) aluminum or
0.020-inch (0.05mm) copper.

To eliminate the risk of burns or fire by reaching over
heated surface units, cabinet storage space located
above the surface units should be avoided. If cabinet
storage is to be provided, the risk can be reduced by
installing a range hood that projects horizontally a
minimum of 5 inches (127 mm) beyond the bottom of
the cabinets.

e Seasoning with lemon juice and black pep-
per will improve the cooking performance
when cooking a whole chicken, turkey or a
large piece of meat.

e Meat with bones takes about 15 to 30
minutes longer before it is cooked than a
roast of the same size without bones.
