3.2 AquaSensor

The AquaSensor is an optical
measuring device (light barrier)
which measures the turbidity of
the washing water. You can save
water with the AquaSensor.

The operation of the AquaSensor
depends on the selected cycle. If
the soiling level is high, the wash-
ing water is drained off and re-
placed with fresh water. If the soil-
ing level is lower, the washing wa-
ter is used in the next rinse, so re-
ducing water consumption by 3-6
liters. In the Auto cycles the tem-
perature and run time are addi-
tionally adjusted to the level of
soiling.

5.1 Energy Guide

The Energy Guide label was
based on the Normal soil sensing
cycle.

The unit was tested without any
rinse aid (liquid) in the rinse aid
dispenser. A single dose of deter-
gent was inserted into the deter-
gent dispenser, with no detergent
being used in the prewash. The
unit was not subjected to trun-
cated testing per the definitions in
the test procedure. We recom-
mend that dish loads such as the
one in the energy certification test
have the rack position set in the
highest position. Recommended
for daily, regular or typical use to
completely wash a full load of nor-
mally soiled dishes.

Modern, powerful detergents
mainly use a low-alkaline formula-
tion with enzymes. Enzymes
break down starch and remove
protein. Oxygen-based bleaching
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Liquid de- Liquid detergent
tergent works faster and is
recommended for
shorter cycles with-
out a pre-rinse.
Sometimes liquid
detergent may leak
out despite the de-
tergent dispenser
being closed. This is
not a problem, just
remember the fol-
lowing:
= Only choose a cy-
cle without Pre-
Rinse.
= Do not use the
Delay Start op-
tion.

The dosage can be
adjusted to the level
of soiling.
