After installing your motion activated light, you are ready to set-up the motion sensor. Make sure the wall switch
ison.

Sensor has two selectable modes:

Mode is selected by positioning switch beneath desired mode

1. On-time — Switch the TIMES/TEST switch in the TEST position to disable the photocell and allow light to come
on during daylight hours.

2. RANGE - Rotate the RANGE knob fully clockwise to maximum RANGE(20-70ft).

MANUAL OVERRIDE -To disable the motion sensor and keep the light continuously on for the night, flip the

wall switch off for 3 seconds and then back on. To reset to Security mode, flip the switch off again for 3 seconds
and then back on.

If you leave the light on all night it will automatically turn off at dawn and reset to Security mode.
