HowTO install

Before you start:

CS Barn Door Track is suitable for surface sliding
applications where there is enough strength in the wall to
mount a track above the doorway. Ensure the stud wall is
level and solid enough to support the door weight.

This track is supplied with coach screws suitable for

use with timber framing. For fixing to concrete walls,
masonry anchors must be used. You may need to open
the existing holes to suit the type of masonry anchor you
have selected.

Ensure that you have enough clearance above the door
opening to mount the track bracket and hanger pins, and
that there is adequate support for the weight of the door.

Determine overall thickness

1. This track system is supplied with either a Narrow or
Wide track bracket which can be adjusted to suit an
overall thickness of door + gap + architrave of:
40 - 61Tmm (1-5/8" to 2-3/8") (Narrow option) or
62 - 80mm (2-3/8” to 3-1/8") (Wide option).

Note: The Wide Option is shipped with the track bracket
upside down due to shipping constraints. Make sure you
install as per diagram 1 below.
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Cut a groove in the bottom of the door
