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STEP 9. SETTING THE CONTROLLER

Press the Enter/Exit button on the controller to turn on the LCD screen. The first screen you will see is the visual battery
strength indicator (Fig. 11). After 5 seconds, this will default back to the Main Menu screen, where the following features
can be found.

BATTERY STRENGTH INDICATOR
