1.	 To erect means of support four pieces of lumber 

will be required (not included). Two 2x4’s at 
min. of 19” long. Two 1x4’s at min.9 1/4" long. 

2.	 Lay one 2x4 on flat surface suitable and stable 
for nailing. 

3.	 Lay the two 1x4’s on 2x4 allowing 1/2" gap 
between ends of 1x4’s at center. 

4.	 Lay remaining 2x4 on top of 1x4’s and nail 
pieces together using 3 1/8" long12d nails (not 
included) on center at approximately 3" from 
each end. 

5.	 Turn assembled lumber over and nail two more 
nails in at approximately 6" from each end. 

6.	 Turn off power. 
7.	 If fixture is provided with a safety cable it must 

pass through outlet box. 
8.	 Drill 3/16" diameter hole in outlet box if no 

other holes are available. 
9.	 Remove knockout in top of outlet box. 
10.	Align hole in mounting strap (D) with gap 

between 1x4’s and secure to 2x4’s using 
provided #10 sheet metal screws (Z). 

11.	In area above outlet box lay assembled lumber 
from steps 1-5 over ceiling joist (with mounting 
strap down) aligning gap between 1x4’s with 
knockout removed in outlet box. 

12.	Screw hexnut (H) onto threaded rod (P). 
13.	Slip ground lug (F) and lockwasher (J) onto 

threaded rod (P). 
14.	Thread screw collar loop (L) onto threaded rod 

(P) until threaded pipe is flush with hole on 
lower side of screw collar loop or threaded rod 
bottoms out. 

15.	Secure screw collar loop (L) in place by 
tightening hexnut (H) down against ground lug 
(F), lockwasher (J) and screw collar loop. 

16.	Temporarily slip canopy (M) over screw collar 
loop (L). Approximately one half of the screw 
collar loop exterior threads should be exposed 
below canopy.

17.	Temporarily screw threaded ring (N) onto screw 
collar loop (L). 

18.	In area above outlet box pull up on threaded rod 
(P) until canopy is snug against ceiling. 

19.	Slide flat washers (X) down threaded rod and 
against top of lumber assembly. Secure in place 
by running jam nuts (Q & R) down against flat 
washer. 

20.	Secure lumber assembly in place by toe-nailing 
or other means. 

21.	Tighten anti-rotational screw located next 
to center hole inside mounting strap (D) with 
provided wrench. 

22.	Remove threaded ring (N) and canopy (M).

25.	Pass fixture wires and safety cable through 
threaded ring (N), canopy (M), one of the slots in 
screw collar loop (L) and into junction box. 

26.	Pass safety cable through hole in junction box. 
27.	In area above junction box wrap cable around 

one of the 2 x 4’s erected in section 1 and pull 
cable taut.

28.	Secure cable with (2) clamps provided. NOTE: 
Cable is not to be used as the only means of 
fixture support. Please follow independent 
mounting instructions completely.

29.	Connect fixture ground wire and ground wire  
attached to threaded rod (B or P) to junction box  
ground wire with wire connector (not provided). 
Never connect ground wire to black or white 
power supply wires. 

30.	Make wire connections (connectors not 
provided). Reference chart below for correct 
connections and wire accordingly.

31.	Raise canopy (M) to ceiling. Pass hole in canopy 
(M) over screw collar loop (L).

32.	Screw threaded ring (N) onto screw collar loop 
(L). Tighten threaded ring (N) to secure canopy 
(M) in place.

Connect Supply (House) Ground Copper Wire to:

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33.	Attach the locking link (G) to the 
loop (B) on top of last stem (C) and 
to chain link on screw collar loop (L).

34.	Screw recommended bulbs (E12 
Candelabra bulb type, not included) 
into sockets. Verify correct bulb 
wattage marked on socket of 
fixture. WARNING: DO NOT exceed 
maximum bulb wattage.

35.	Thread each rod (Y) into holes in 
fixture body. 
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36.	To attach starburst (K) and crystal ball (E): 
Using hex wrench (V), loosen set screw on 
collar on starburst (K)/crystal ball (E). Slip 
collar end of starburst (K)/crystal ball (E) 
over end of rod. Tighten set screw with 
hex wrench (V) to secure starburst (K)/
crystal ball (E) in place.
