ASSEMBLING THE FIXTURE

Screw rod (O) to connect with hex coupling nut(P). Slip
center stem(N) and cap(M) on rod (O) before screwing fixture
loop(L) onto rod(O). Determine the correct number of chain
links needed for proper hanging height. Use a pair of pliers to
open and remove or add any excess chain. Lace the fixture's
wires through the chain (every three links or so) and pull until
taut. Once 1deal chain/wire length 1s achieved, attach top end
of chain (J) to canopy loop (H) with a pair of pliers. Connect
the other end of Chain (K) to the fixture loop (L). Let canopy
(G) and canopy loop ring (I) rest on the canopy loop(H).

CONNECTING THE WIRES

Have an assistant support the weight of the fixture while
completing wiring. Remove excess wire. Feed the fixture's
wires through canopy loop (H) and nipple (F). Attach the
fixtures' wires to the power supply wires from the junction box.
