CONNECTING THE WIRES

Have an assistant support the fixture’s weight while working
on the wiring. Attach the fixture’s wires to the power supply
wires from the junction box. Connect the black wire to black
(or smooth); the white wire with the white (or ribbed); the
ground wire with the ground (green or copper). Twist the end
of the wire pairs together and twist on a wire connector. Make
sure all twists are in the same direction. If there is no ground
wire(green or copper) from the junction box, locate a ground
screw (E) on the crossbar (B) and wrap the fixture’s ground
wire around the green ground screw (E). Use a screwdriver to
tighten the ground screw (E) onto the crossbar(B). Tuck all
wires neatlyinto the junction box.
