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Peel the double-sided tape from the rear bracket. Reinstall the 
unit onto the slide base, keeping any loose cords safely tucked 
into the unit itself. Cycle the unit to make sure the slide clips are 
engaged. Pull the unit partially open to gain access to the upper 
slide. Grasping the upper slide, firmly push it against the back of the 
cabinet. The rear bracket should adhere to the back of the cabinet.

Unplug the female connector from the side of the unit. Slide the 
rear mounting bracket off the slide and remove the unit from the 
base again. Secure rear bracket with three (3) #8 x 5/8” Pan Head 
Wood Screws. 

Remove the base from the unit by releasing the slide clips. 

a. �In framed cabinets, center the unit in the opening making sure 
the front runner is pulled tight against the back of the face frame. 
Install with the four (4) #8 X 5/8” Pan Head Wood Screws provided 
in the four (4) slots in the runners. 

b. �For frameless cabinets, place the unit centered within the cabinet 
and set back the front runner by 3/4”. Install with the four (4) #8 
x 5/8” Pan Head Wood Screws provided in the four (4) slots in the 
runners.



Pull the top front mounting bracket into position on the side of 
the face frame (or cabinet) allowing for a 3/16” setback. Make sure 
the gap between the unit and the side of the face frame is equal 
from top to bottom. Adjust accordingly and then securely tighten 
the bracket set screw. Remove middle canister if needed and use 
a long extension bit to reach from the right side of the unit to the 
front mounting bracket. Firmly secure with one (1) #8 x 5/8” Pan 
Head Wood Screw. Operate the unit and make adjustments as 
necessary for the slides to operate smoothly.

Place the unit on top of extended slides and engage the clips. 
Reach though the rear opening of the unit and find the female end 
of the plug. Install the plug into the receptacle on the side of the 
unit, ensuring the power cable does not have rotational resistance.  
Push the unit into the cabinet, making sure that the top slide is 
properly seated into the rear mounting bracket. Operate the unit 
to make sure all slides are working properly.

If the power outlet is in the cabinet where the unit is installed, use 
the two (2) provided cable clamps and two (2) #8 x 5/8” Pan Head 
Wood Screws to bundle and secure the cable to the back of the 
cabinet as shown so that the cable isn't damaged when the unit 
is retracted. 

If the power outlet is not in the cabinet where the unit is installed, 
drill holes as needed and feed the male plug through hole to 
access the outlet ensuring that the cable is secured in such a 
manner that it can't be damaged when the unit is retracted.



Loosen the door mounting screws and slide bracket 
to desired position before attaching the door. 
With unit retracted, attach 1 piece of double-sided 
tape to each door bracket, and visually align the 
door with the cabinet. Press firmly to temporarily 
attach door to unit. Carefully open base pullout, 
then install door with the four (4) #8 x 5/8 Flat Head 
Phillips Wood Screws provided.
