Check this level by 

selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the

blades. Measure this distance.Rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned for measurement. 

Repeat for each blade. The distance deviation should be equal

within 1/8"(0.32cm).

3.If the blade wobble is still noticeable, interchanging two

adjacent (side by side) blades can redistribute the weight

and possibly result in smoother operation.
