BEFORE YOU BEGIN

¢ Shut off the main water
supply.

e To install this faucet, holes
in the deck must not
exceed 1-1/2” (3.8cm) for
the valves and 1-1/8”
(2.9cm) for the spout.

e Install water hammer
arrestors in the supply
lines.

e Thin rim/deck
installations require
additional support under
the rim or deck. Use 1/2”
exterior grade plywood.
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Finished deck material must
fit closely to the diameters of
the plaster guards. Plaster
guard diameters are 1-5/8”
(4.1cm) for the valves and 7/8”
(2.2cm) for the spout.

Provide access to the valves
from the underside of the rim
or deck.

Observe local plumbing codes.

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] '|SPOUT SUPPLY TUBE INSTALLATION

Slide the brass washer from the
bottom of the spout supply tube
over the threads until the
washer reaches the supply tube
shoulder.

Insert the spout supply tube
through the mounting hole
from the top of the deck/rim.
Ensure that the flat portion of
the washer faces forward. The
spout supply tube will be
suspended by the washer.

Slide the plate (oriented with
the tabs toward the deck) and
washer onto the spout supply
tube from the bottom, and
thread on the mounting nut.
Tighten the nut.

Secure the plate to the deck or
wooden support with two wood
screws.

Leave the protective sleeve on
the spout supply tube until the
spout is installed.

INSTALLATION TO A FINISHED

Thread a mounting nut onto
each of the valve bodies with
the flange side facing up.

Slide a fiber washer and a
rubber washer onto each valve
body.
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Connect each of the valve body
outlets to a 1/2” tee using 1/2”
nominal 5/8” O.D. copper
tubing. Each tube will measure
2-7/8” (7.3cm) for installations
with 8” (20.3cm) centers. If
installation is not an 8”
(20.3cm) center, adjust the
tubing lengths as needed.

Insert a 2-3/8” (6cm) length of
1/2” nominal 5/8” O.D. copper
tubing into the top of the tee.

Do not solder the connections

at this time.

Secure the handle adapters to
the valve stem with the screw
provided.

Position the handles to the
handle adapters, and thread the
bonnets up onto the handle
threads until snug.

Position the handle skirts on
the spline adapters so the
handle skirt eyelet holes are in
line with one another. Secure
the handle skirts in place with
lock washers and screws.
Securely tighten the screws
with a 5/32” hex wrench.

Fit the centerpieces onto the
handle skirts, and secure each
centerpiece in place with two
screws. Securely tighten the
screws with a 5/32” hex wrench.

Slip the color rings or brass
rings (varies with handle style)
over the endpiece threads and
onto the shoulders of the
endpieces.

Carefully install the O-rings
over the endpiece threads and
onto the shoulders of the
endpieces.
