HANGING THE FAN

WARNING: All of the parts, hardware and components such as the hanger

bracket and hanger ball have been provided for your safety and the

proper installation of your new ceiling fan. The use of other parts,
hardware or components not supplied by Minka Aire® with the fan will
void the Minka Aire® Warranty.

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below to hang your

fan properly:

Step 1: Remove the clevis pin and B clip from downrod assembly.(Fig. 5)

Step 2: Remove the cross pin and set screw from downrod assembly, and
slide hanger ball off downrod.(Fig. 6)

Step 3: Loosen the two set screws on the motor coupling. Carefully feed
the fan wires up through the downrod. Thread downrod into
coupling of motor, line up holes and replace clevis pin and B clip.
Tighten the two set screws.(Fig.7)

Step 4: Slip coupling cover, canopy cover and canopy onto downrod. (Fig. 8)

Step 5: Reinstall the hanger ball onto rod being sure that cross pin is in the
correct position, set screws are tight and wires are not twisted. (Fig. 9)
Note: Two positions for the clevis pin, but do not change the set screws
position.

Step6: Assemble the waterproof grommet for the hanger ball. Be careful
to ensure that the wires pass through the grommet. (Fig. 10)

Step 7: Secure the hanger bracket to the ceiling outlet box using screws
included with your outlet box and washers included with the fan.(Fig.11)
Step 8: Now lift motor assembly into position and place hanger ball

into hanger bracket. Rotate until the groove has dropped into the
registration slot and seats firmly. Rod should not rotate if this is done
correctly(Fig.12)
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ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

WARNING: The use of Dimming devices not compatible with ceiling fans will cause unwanted behavior
including loud humming and will cause permanent damage to you fans electrical component.

WARNING: To avoid possible electrical shock be sure electricity is turned off at the main fuse or breaker box
before wiring.

Note: The universal hand held remote control System is equipped with learning frequency function which has 1024
code combinations to prevent potential interference from other remote units. The frequency on your Receiver and
Transmitter units have been preset at the factory. (Fig.13). No frequency change is necessary, should you desire to
install another fan within the same home or area with a seperate frequency code please see the "frequency
interference " troubleshooting section of this instruction manual to learn how to change the frequency.

Note: Fan must be installed from a maximum distance of 40 feet from the transmitting unit for proper signal
transmission between the transmitting unit and the fan’s receiving unit.

Step 1: Insert the receiver unit into the hanger bracket with the flat side of the receiver
facing the ceiling.(Fig.14)
Step 2: Motor to Receiver electrical connections: connect the WHITE wire from the
fan to the WHITE wire from receiver. Connect the RED wire from the fan to the RED
wire from the Receiver. Connector the BLUE wire from the fan to the BLUE wire
from the receiver. Connect the PURPLE wire from the fan to the PURPLE wire
from the receiver. Connect the GREY wire from the fan to the GREY wire from
the receiver.(Fig.15)
Step 3: If your outlet box has a GROUND wire (Green or Bare Copper) connect this
wire to the Hanger ball, Hanger bracket and receiver Ground wires. If your outlet
box does not have a Ground Wire ,then connect the Hanger ball, Hanger bracket
and receiver Ground wire together.Secure wire connection with the plastic wire
nut provided.(Fig.15)
Step 4: Receiver to House Supply Wires Electrical connections: Connect the WHITE
wire from the outlet box to the WHITE wire marked "AC in N" from the receiver.
Connect the BLACK wire from the outlet box to the BLACK wire marked "ACin L"
from the receiver. Secure all wire connections with the plastic wire nuts provided.
After all splices are made, check to make sure there are no loose strands. As
an additional precaution we suggest to secure the plastic wire connectors to the
wires with electrical tape.(Fig.15)

Remove 1 of the 2 screws from the bottom of
the hanger bracket and loosen the other one half a turn
from the screw head.

Slide the canopy up towards the hanger bracket
and place the key hole on the canopy over the screw on
the hanger bracket, turn canopy until it locks in place at
the narrow section of the key holes. (Fig. 17)

Turn light kit plate until it
locks in place at the narrow section of key holes.(Fig. 22)

Step 3: Align the round hole of the light kit plate with light kit adapter,tighten
the previously loosened and removed screws at step 1. (Fig. 23)

Step 4: Remove the 3 screws from light kit plate (Do not discard) and connect the
wires between the fan and LED assembly with the connectors.(Fig. 24&25)

Step 5: Tighten the LED assembly to light kit plate with previously removed 3
screws at step 4. (Fig. 26)

Step 6: Have the PC shade sit in the glass shade and then align the slot of
the glass shade with the block on the light kit plate. Turn it clockwise until
it stops at the end. (Fig. 27)

Step 7: Remove the 4 screws from the light kit plate (Do not discard). (Fig 28)

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain your fan.

1. Because of the fan's matural movement,some connections may become
loose. Check the support connections,brackets, and blade attachments
twice a year. Make sure they are secure (It is not necessary to remove
fan from ceiling.)

2. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over
the years. Do not use water when cleaning. This could damage the
motor.or the wood,or possibly cause an electrical shock.

3. Use only a soft brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish.
The plating is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or
tarnishing.

4. You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood for
