See parts breakout below when specific part numbers are referenced. Both Contemporary 
and Traditional Design Tub Fillers share the same parts, with the exception of trim pieces.

1.	 Screw brass support base (Part # 26) into the bottom of the faucet riser (Part # 21).
2.	 Place the faucet in the final location where it will be mounted to the floor. Mark the location of the three screw holes to be drilled 

into floor to secure the brass support base. The point of attachment at the floor is the only support for the tub filler; the filler does 
not require stabilization from an additional support arm.

3.	 Drill the three ¼” holes. Install the supplied anchors (wood applications ONLY). Use suitable floor anchors for other floor material 
applications. Unscrew the brass support base from the faucet and slide the escutcheon (Part #24) onto the base of the faucet. 
Screw the brass support base back onto the faucet riser. Tighten set screw (part # 22) using provided --hex key.

4.	 Connect the ½” female supply lines (part #36) to the ½” male connections stubbed out from the subfloor; use the supplied teflon 
tape if needed.

5.	 Align the holes of the brass support base with holes in the floor and secure with the provided Philips head screws. Do not slide 
the escutcheon cover down until the final leak check is completed (see step 8).

6.	 Insert the spout into the top of the faucet and secure the set screw with the supplied Allen Wrench.
7.	 Place washer (part #28) in the end of the hose for the hand shower (part #34) and connect the hand shower hose to the outlet on 

the bottom of the arm (part #33) next to the water control.
8.	 Test the faucet to make sure there are no leaks and slide the escutcheon (part #24) down to cover the supply lines.
