Installation instructions

1. Take out all accessories and arrange them in order

2. Refer to the bracket size,drill two holes on the installation area,such as the
wall, ceiling etc. Fix the mounting bracket on the installation area,screw in
the 2 screws to secure to the base.

3. Align the bottom of the camera’s main body, and aim to the right angle.
Then rotate and snap it into the base until it is completely fixed.

4. Insert the Type C end into the camera interface. Finally insert the adapter|
into the socket, then the device will power on.

1 Can | share with family and friends?

Yes, you can share your cameras with family and friends who will have
access to view the camera and control your bulbs, plugs, and other
devices. In the app, press the Profile button and click on the “Home
Management” button, and you will be able to give or revoke sharing
permissions. In order to share, the other user should already have
downloaded the app and registered a new account.

The range of your home WiFi is heavily dependent on your home route
and the conditions of the room. Check with your router specifications
for exact range data.
