« DO NOT connect this fixture to an electrical system that does not provide a means for equipment
grounding. Never use a fixture in a two-wire system that is not grounded. Installing a fixture into an
electrical system not having a proper grounding means could cause metal parts of the fixture to carry
electrical currents if any of the fixture wires, wire connections or splices were to become broken, cut or
loose during the mounting or normal operation of the fixture. Under this condition, anyone coming in
contact with the fixture would be subject to electrical shock, which could cause serious injury or death.

« DO NOT connect the bare or green insulation fixture ground wire to the black (hot) current-carrying wire
or the white neutral house wire. Connection of the bare or green fixture ground wire to the black or white
house wires may cause metal parts of the fixture to carry electrical currents. Under this condition anyone
coming in contact with the fixture will receive electrical shock, which could cause serious injury or death.

- DO NOT damage or cut the wire insulation (covering) during installation of the fixture. DO NOT permit
wires to contact any surface having a sharp edge.

« To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or personal injury, each wire connector used with this light
kit should accept only one 18-gauge wire from the light fixture and one 18-gauge wire from the outlet
box. If there are three or more wires to connect or any of the wires is larger than 18 gauges, consult an
electrician for the proper size wire connectors to use.

1. Turn OFF the electrical power at the main fuse or
circuit breaker.

2. Remove the screw caps from the mounting screws
preassembled to the mounting bracket. Remove the
mounting bracket from the canopy.

3. Use the bracket screws from the hardware bag to
attach the mounting bracket securely to the outlet box.
Note: Ensure the mounting screws are level since they
will determine the orientation of the fixture.

4. Determine which combination of short rods and long
rods to use based on the desired length of the fixture.
Twist the wire ends coming from the fixture together and
feed through center hole in the first rod. Connect the
first rod to the fixture by twisting the threaded end onto
the fixture in a clockwise direction until secure. Feed the
wires through the remainder of the desired rods and
then connect the rods by twisting them in a clockwise
direction. Feed the wires through the remainder of the
desired rods and canopy, then connect the rods by
twisting them in a clockwise direction.

Ground 5. Loosen the ground screw on the mounting bracket
