STEP 1 Adjust Fixture Body Height-

A. Push the buttons on the bottom of the ceiling canopy to adjust the
cord in or out of the ceiling canopy according to your desired
hanging height. Make sure the Fixture Body (C) is level after
adjustment.

B. Move the safety clip next to the hex nut inside of the ceiling canopy.

Turn off electricity at circuit breaker or main fuse box before installation. Consult a licensed electrician if in doubt.

These instructions are provided for your safety. It is very important you read them completely before installing the fixture. We strongly
recommend that a licensed, professional electrician perform the installation.
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STEP 2 - Install the Crossbar to the junction box

A. Attach the Crossbar (A) to the Outlet Box with the head of the Green
Ground Screw facing you. Secure it with Outlet Box Screws (not
included), tighten until snug.
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STEP 3 - Attach the Lanyard

A. The purpose of the lanyard is to provide a means to support the
fixture hands free from the junction box while connecting the
electrical wires.

B. Turn the Button Stop so it may be inserted into a Crossbar slot. Make
sure the Button Stop is completely inside the Crossbar. Slowly
release the fixture to make sure it is supported by the Button Stop.
Proceed to the wiring steps in the next step. Once you are complete
with the wiring, the Lanyard will push into the junction box when the
fixture is placed for final mounting.
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STEP 4 - Wire Connections

A. Wrap bare or green ground wire around green ground screw on the
crossbar, no less than 2 inches from the end of the wire. Tighten the
green ground screw.

B. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and carefully
stuff all the connected wires into the Outlet Box.
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STEP 5 - Install the Fixture Body

A. Place the ceiling canopy of the Fixture Body (C) onto the Crossbar
(A) and secure with Mounting Screws (B). Tighten until snug with
screwdrivers.

Your fixture is now assembled and ready to use. Enjoy!
