5. Install the crossbar with the attached screw collar loop onto the junction box with the
included machine screws.

6. Carefully slide the screw collar, followed by the canopy through all electrical, extension

|| tubes and/ or chain.

7. Support the fixture to the screw collar loop using the included quick links.

8. Run all electrical through the screw collar loop into the junction box. Attach ground wire
from fixture to ground wire from junction box. Fasten wires together with wire nut and
tightly wrap connection with electrical tape. Attach hot wire from fixture (black color or

1 smooth side of wire) to hot wire from junction box. Fasten wires together with wire nut
and tightly wrap connection with electrical tape. Attach neutral wire from fixture (white
in color or ribbed side of wire) to neutral wire from junction box. Fasten wires together
with wire nut and tightly wrap connection with electrical tape. Carefully push wire
