CARE AND MAINTENANCE:

e Clean regularly with normal detergent and warm
water.

¢ Always make a habit of drying your sink after use
and buffing with a soft cloth. This will ensure that no
build up of lime scale or other mineral deposits can
occur.

e Clean the sink once a week using a non-abrasive
cleanser such as dish-soap and a clean soft sponge.
Rinse off with water and wipe dry.

e Never let soap or other household cleaners to dry
on the surface of the sink. Most products contain
additives which will affect the finish of the sink.

® Do not leave bleach on any harsh chemical sitting on

the sink for a long time. If you use bleach for
cleaning the sink, rinse it off well with water right
away.

® Never use a steel wool pad to clean your sink.
Doing so may damage the sink’s surface and
cause discoloration.

® The sink surface is hard and resistant to
scratches, but some scratches may appear over
time from normal use. These can be removed by
polishing with a mild abrasive pad such as 3M
Maroon or Green pad or a low-grit (220 grit or
lower) sandpaper.

e For stubborn hard water stains, you can use a
straight or 50% vinegar solution. Let the solution
sit on the sink for one hour, then scrub
thoroughly with a 3M scotch-brite pad and rinse
well.

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Additional Faucet Holes:

The sink comes pre-drilled with 1 full hole for faucet installation as well as 3
additional half-drilled holes. If you need additional holes for either a 2- or 3- hole
faucet, or for installing soap dispenser or air switch, you can open up any of these

additional holes as well. We recommend using a 1-3/8” (35mm) diamond bit hole saw

to drill through the half-drilled holes. In that way you get a clean cut. Turn the sink
upside-down and gently drill through the hole. The half-way drilled hole makes it
easy to place the drill bit and drill securely.
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TOPMOUNT INSTALLATION

1. Place the sink cut-out template on the countertop,
where the sink is to be installed. Trace around the
outside perimeter with a pencil (Figure 1). Note:
Make sure you are using the top-mount template,
and not the undermount.
