TOOLS AND MATERIALS:

Damp Cloth Thread Sealant Basin Wrench
Silicone Sealant

SINK INSTALLATION

1. Carefully place the sink upside down on the counter with a towel
or other soft cloth beneath to prevent damage. Apply a
continuous bead of silicone to the base of the sink where it will
rest on the counter.

2. Turn the sink right-side-up and position it back over the 2" drain
hole.

3. Remove any excess silicone with a damp cloth. Let the silicone
dry for 24 hours. If a lavatory drain is included, move on to the
Drain Installation section.

DRAIN INSTALLATION

1. Disassemble the drain by removing the threaded tail piece, rubber sealing gaskets, friction washer and lock nut from
the drain body.

2. Place thread sealant on the threaded section of the tail piece and reattach to the drain body. Slide the flat rubber
sealing gasket up the tail piece to the top of the drain body. This gasket will create a water tight seal between the
drain flange and sink.

3. Place the drain in the drain hole in the sink. On the underside of the counter, attach the tapered rubber gasket. With
the flat side facing down, slide the gasket up the threaded shank until it makes contact with the bottom of the sink.

4. Slide the friction washer up to meet the rubber gasket. Thread the lock nut onto the threaded shank. Hand-tighten
and make sure that the drain is properly aligned. When ready, finish tightening with a basin wrench to secure the
drain.
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SINK MATERIAL DESCRIPTION AND CARE

Fireclay is known for its strength and durability. Fireclay sinks are made of clay that is fired at a heat of over 2,000 de-
grees Fahrenheit. This causes the clay to become stone-like, producing an ideal material that is resistant to scratching,
staining, fading and discoloring.

Use a soft, non-scratching sponge or cloth with mild soap and warm water or a gentle all-purpose cleaner for everyday
cleaning. Wipe the surface dry with a clean, soft cloth after each use. Use a non-abrasive liquid or cream bathroom
cleaner for tough stains.

To avoid scratching, do not use highly aggressive cleaners such as scouring liquids and powders or drain cleaners. To
avoid potential stains or damages to the finish avoid soaking dishes for long periods of time and do not leave coffee
grounds or teabags sitting in the sink.
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
