1. Shut off power to the outlet box (A).
2. Determine ceiling location and height at which the fixture 
    (B) is to be hung, adjust power cord (C) to desired height and 
    secure by tightening the slotted set screw (D). Reserve extra 
    cord in the canopy (E). 
3. Make appropriate electrical connections using wire 	        	
    nuts:
    a. Connect the LED driver's (F) live wire (black) to the 		
    live outlet box wire.
    b. Connect the LED driver’s neutral wire (white) to   	   	
    the neutral outlet box wire.
    c. Connect the fixture’s ground wire (green or 	     	              	
    uncoated) to the ground outlet box wire.
    d. Carefully place connections and driver into 	              	          	
    outlet box (A).
4. Attach the mounting plate (G) to the outlet box (A) using
     the outlet box screws (H).
5. Install the canopy (E) to the mounting plate and secure with 
    set screws (J) using the provided Allen key (K). 
6. Install the mounting bracket (L) to the ceiling with 
    anchor (M) and screw (N), then screw the post (P) onto the 
    mounting bracket (Fig. 1). Insert the suspension cord (Q) into 
    the post and adjust to the desired height and secure by 
    tightening the set screw. Cut off the excess cord where it 
    exits the post.
7. Restore power to the fixture.

•   The outlet box must be at least 4” DIA and 1.5” deep to fit the LED driver. 
•   2837 & 2838 - These fixtures are dimmable with Electronic Low Voltage (Trailing-Edge) type dimmers and
    Incandescent (Leading-Edge) type dimmers. For best performance, we recommend using an Electronic
    Low Voltage Dimmer.
•   2839 -  This fixture is dimmable with ELV (Trailing-Edge), Incandescent (Leading-Edge), and 0-10V type dimmers only.
