c. Loosen the plastic screw by using a flat head screwdriver (D) Handmade Glass
and adjust the fixture wire to the desired length, then tighten
the plastic screw back into the hole as shown in the diagram.

3. When you cut the wire for appropriate length, strip 3/4 in. of insulation from wire ends.
Pull out the source wires from the outlet box. Make wire connections using wire connectors as follow:
--- Connect the hot wire (labeled L) from the fixture to the black wire from the power source.
--- Connect the neutral wire (labeled N) from the fixture to the white wire from the power source.
--- Attach the fixture ground wire (labeled &) to the mounting strap unit (A) with the green ground screw,
then connect it to the house ground wire with the wire connector (C).
Carefully put the wires back into the outlet box.

4. Fasten the canopy to the mounting strap unit (A) with 2 side set screws.
