The faucet is warranted to remain 
drip-free during normal use. All parts and finishes will be free from manufacturing defects. With the exception of items listed below, this product has a limited 
warranty against defects in materials or workmanship for a period of 1 year from the date of purchase. The warranty is voided if the product is found to be 
misused or the following cleaning instructions were not followed. Damage due to accidents or installation is not warranted.

1. Faucet valve cartridges have a limited warranty for a period of 25 years from the date of purchase. This date is stamped on the valve cartridge.
2. Product finish has a limited warranty for a period of 25 years from the date of purchase. Failure to follow the cleaning instructions listed below voids all 
finish warranty. Damage due to accidents or installation is not warranted.

This warranty covers replacement of cartridges, parts and finish only. It does not include labor charges and/or damage incurred during 
installation. Windon Bay will provide free of charge all parts and cartridges found to be covered under the warranty; any part that proves defective in 
material and/or workmanship under normal installation, use and service. Finish warranty is not covered if finish is exposed to extreme use of cleaners 
containing abrasives and alcohol, extreme cleaning, extreme chemical use, or any damage due to abuse or neglect (Oil Rubbed Bronze and Matte Black 
finish is warranted for 1 year).

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TURN OFF WATER SUPPLIES.
Ensure mounting holes are as follows:
• Less Lift Rod - Two (2) (7/8" Min to 1-1/4" Max
   Diameter); Holes 4" on centers.
• With Lift Rod - Three (3) (7/8" Min to 1-1/4"
   Max Diameter); Holes 2" on centers.

MOUNT UNIT ON SINK BASIN.
Apply plumbers putty to bottom side of
Putty Plate (if desired). Place faucet through 
mounting holes in sink. Assemble and secure 
mounting washers and nuts. (DO NOT OVER 
TIGHTEN MOUNTING NUTS).

ASSEMBLE WATER SUPPLY LINES.
Use ½” IPS faucet connections (not 
supplied) or use the supplied Coupling Nuts 
with 3/8” O.D. ball nose risers (not 
supplied). Use wrenches to tighten 
connections. Do not overtighten.
Caution: Use wrench or pliers to hold faucet 
inlet adapters when tightening supply line 
nuts to prevent twisting copper tubing or 
damaging solder joints.
* OPTIONAL: If your faucet includes 
preinstalled flexible supply lines, connect 
these directly to the supply stops.

PREPARE AND INSTALL
POP UP DRAIN ASSEMBLY (IF EQUIPPED)
When assembling pop-up drain assembly to 
sink, apply plumbers putty to bottom of flange, 
silicon sealant between mack washer and 
threads. Apply thread sealant
to tailpiece threads.

PREPARE AND INSTALL
LIFT ROD DRAIN ASSEMBLY (IF EQUIPPED)
From beneath, insert Drain Assembly through 
drain hole in sink. Attach supplied Flange Washer 
or plumber’s putty to the underside of the Flange. 
Secure Flange to the Drain Assembly. From 
beneath, tighten mounting nut. Place one end of 
Spring Clip, on Pivot Rod. Insert Pivot Rod through 
a hole in the Lift Rod Strap. Secure with Spring 
Clip. Place Drain into the open position by 
pressing downward on the Pivot Rod. Insert Lift 
Rod into Strap. Adjust height of Lift Rod, and 
tighten Thumb Screw.

TURN ON WATER AND FLUSH
THE SYSTEM.
Remove aerator (if installed) using aerator key 
and flush thoroughly to remove any debris. 
Re-install aerator.

CONFIRM PROPER INSTALLATION
Check for leaks and proper operation of faucet.
