SIDE SPRAY HOSE INSTALLATION:

(IF EQUIPPED)

® Mount Spray Hose Holder onto sink and
secure with Hose Holder Nut.

e Insert Spray Hose into Hose Holder.

e From bottom side of sink, insert end of Spray
Hose through center mounting hole of sink.

o Assemble Spray Hose to Faucet and tighten.
(DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN CONNECTIONS).

MOUNT UNIT ON KITCHEN SINK.
Assemble and secure mounting washers and
nuts. (DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN
MOUNTING NUT).

PULL OUT SPRAY CONNECTION:

(IF EQUIPPED)

If your faucet is equipped with a pull out
spray, assemble “Braided Spray Hose” to
“Hose Quick Connect”.

HOT LIMIT STOP ADJUSTMENTS:

The Hot Limit Stop is a device that is used to limit

the Cartridge travel to the extreme hot position.

® Remove Handle using a Hex Wrench.

® Remove Hot Limit Adjustment Ring from Valve
Cartridge.

e Turn Valve on and adjust to maximum desired
water temperature.

® Reposition Hot Limit Ring so that the Ring Stop
touches the Cartridge Stop. This will prevent
the Valve Stem from rotating any further
towards the full hot position.

® Re-assemble Handle.

CARTRIDGE VALVE REPLACEMENT:

TURN OFF WATER SUPPLIES.

Should you need to replace the Valve Cartridge,

please follow the steps below.

® Remove Handle Button.

® Remove Handle using a Hex Wrench.

® Remove Valve Cartridge Cap Nut and
Retaining Ring.

e Replace Cartridge.

® Reassemble in reverse order.
