BEFORE YOU BEGIN...

Local building codes vary by location. Observe all local plumbing and building codes.
Unpack your new shower doors and inspect them carefully for damage. Verify that the doors are the correct size for your installation.

TOOLS & MATERIALS REQUIRED...
* Tape Measure e Electric Drill * Level e Phillips and Flat Screwdrivers e Drill Bits 1/8" & 3/16" ¢ Hacksaw e Silicone Caulk

IMPORTANT: Record the Model No. (see carton) of your shower or tub enclosure for future reference.  Model No.

READ THE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY: Familiarize yourself with all the parts as shown in the exploded view. The exploded view
will also provide a helpful reference when relating the location of the various parts and how they are mounted.
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Measure length D along center of tub ledge (if a steel tape is
used, be sure to consider width of case in measurement.)
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After cutting open bottom track to size, measure from end
to center of bottom track and locate center guide on inside
edge (see drawing).

Use center guide as template and drill two 1/8" holes and
attach to bottom track with 3/16" flat head screws.
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Slanted side of center
guide should be inside
edge of bottom track
by about 1/16"
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Cut bottom track 3/16" shorter than length D. Do not
cut top track at this time.

NOTE: If using optional H-jambs, cut bottom track 1-3/16"
shorter than distance D. Never cut wall jambs.

For best results use a 32-tooth hacksaw blade and
a miter box.

Temporarily place bottom track in the center of ledge. For
conventional bottoms track drain holes should be toward
the inside.

For open bottom track, the center guide should be toward
the inside.

Fasten in place temporarily with masking tape. Mark
position with a pencil.

Use a level to plumb wall jamb as shown.

Mark 3 hole locations. Repeat procedure at opposite side
with other jamb.

NOTE: It may be necessary to radius bottom corner of
wall jambs to fit corners of fiberglass shower modules.
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Remove bottom track and drill 3/16" holes for screw
anchors. In ceramic tile use a masonry drill bit and nick
surface glaze first with a center punch.

After drilling, clean tub rim or stall threshold thoroughly to
assure proper adhesion of bottom track.

Insert screw anchors provided.

NOTE: On fiberglass or plastic walls, use a 1/8" drill bit and
do not use the screw anchors.

Apply a thick bead of caulking to bottom of bottom track as
shown. Replace on unit where previously marked.

NOTE: Position with drain slots to inside for conventional
bottom track. Position center guide to inside for
open bottom track.

Install wall jambs and secure with screws provided.

Ensure wall bumper is installed at the center as shown.

Measure wall to wall opening at top of jambs.

Cut the header 1/16" shorter than the actual measurement to
allow for clearance.

For best results, use a 32-tooth hacksaw blade and
a miter box.

Install header over each top end of wall jambs. Drill a 1/8"
hole through the header and into wall jamb from inside at
each end. (1/4" from wall).

Fasten header to wall jambs with screws provided.

ACTUAL SIZE
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Install Towel bar and round plastic handles to doors as
shown. If applicable, smooth side of panels should face
inside tub.

Mount nylon rollers to center holes on top of each door,
facing same way as towel bar and handles. The metal nut
on rollers should be installed against door top.
